Members of 

that Council realized that the future well-being of the 

Fraternity depended upon one of the big advantages founda­

tions offer-the ability to raise funds that , for the donor, are 

tax deductible to the full extent of the law. So, in 1990, 

Grand Council turned its vision into a reality by establishing 

the Pi Beta Phi Foundation. 

The Foundation quickly obtained proper legal documen­

tation. furnished an office and selected the fir t Trustees. Ann 

Dudgeon Phy became the prndent. In fact. the Foundation 

possessed all the trappIngs reqUIred for any foundation to 

function except for that one \ltal component necessary-
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money. The Fraternity offered a loan for start-up funds Gong 

since repaid), and the Pi Beta Phi Foundation sprang into 

action. Our Foundation has been racing ahead ever since. 

This is evident in many areas, such as the increase in the 

number and value of scholarships awarded, and the larger 

amount of monthly Emma Harper Turner Fund gifts to alum­

nae enduring severe financial hardships. 

The article and time line in this issue of The ARROW 

reveal 10 years of Foundation accomplishments and successes 

and foretell a promising future.

fellowships as well as provided funds to people in severe 

financial need through the Emma Harper Turner Fund.

Over the past 10 years, the Pi Beta Phi Foundation has 

been able to make a difference! How did that happen?

The Foundation was established in 1990. At that time, 
the primary focus of the Foundation was the Campaign for 

Arrowmont. The goal was to raise $2.3 million for the school, 
Pi Beta Phi's major philanthropy, to build a new dormitory, 
endow an Artists-in-Residence Program with accompanying 
faciltties, improve studios for wood, painting and drawing, 

increase an education for children and endow the gallery. 
Arrowmont haa always been a nlg y acc alme arts an era ts 

schooL and, in order for this standard to be maintained, it 

was essential to conduct the Campaign for Arrowmont. The 
Foundation appointed Pennsylvania BetaJean Winhs Scott to 
head the Capital Campaign Committee. The Pi Beta Phi 

Foundation and its campaign committee designed their efforts 
\vith "friend raising" as well as fund raising. The Campaign for 
Arrowmonr exceeded its goal by $300,000 in 1995. 

While the Campaign for Arrowmont was taking place, 

the Foundation continued to grow in other areas. In May 
1992, the following mission statement was adopted by the 
Trustees: "The Pi Beta Phi Foundation is committed to fund 

programs which promote the intellectual, ethical and leader­
ship development of members of Pi Beta Phi Fraternity and, 
through its philanthropic efforts, to benefit the larger socIety." 
The Pi Beta Phi Foundation began to serve Fraternity mem­

bers through scholarships, fellowships, emergency fmancial 
assistance and leadership education for chapters, clubs and 
Fraternity officers. In 199-+, the Friendship Fund and the 
Emma Harper Turner Fund were transferred from the 

Fraternity to the Foundation. Th15 allowed the foundation to 
grow and better serve Pi Beta Phi members as well as the

The Marianne Reid Wild Society was established in 1992 
to give current recognition to donors of deferred gifts-gifts 
that often are not realized during a donor's lifetime. This soci­
ety was named in honor of Kansas Alpha Marianne Reid Wild 

who made a generous unresrricted bequest to the Foundation 
to support its educational and leadership programming. The 
intent of the society is to give recognition to donors who 

name the Foundation as a beneficiary through one of the 
many deferred giving vehicles available for estate planning.

Today the Pi Beta Phi Foundation is among the leaders of 

the National Panhellenic Council foundations. This is the 

result of the commitment of our members to make a differ­
ence and the wisdom of our board to guide the Foundation. 

The Pi Beta Phi Foundation Board of Trustees continues 
to uphold the Foundation's mission. For the 1999-2000 aca­

demic year, more than 17 scholarships and fellowships were 
awarded through endowments that were established by indi­

viduals or groups of people. At least twO new endowed schol­
arships will be awarded for the 2000-2001 academic year. In 
addition to these scholarships and fellowships, the Friendship 
Fund provides monies to award more than half of the scholar­

ships and fellowships . In the 1998-99 fiscal year, the 
Foundation awarded close to $270,000 in scholarships, fel­

lowships, Emma Harper Turner stipends, chapter leadership 
grants and grants to the Fraternity and Arrowmont. The 

Foundation sponsored a convention speaker through the Peg 
Houston Memorial Speakers Fund and granted funds to Holt

Conference Resolution 

At the 1998 Annual Meeting of the 
ational Pan hellenic Conference, 

Pi Beta Phi became one of nine major 
sponsors of a resolution in support of 
efforts toward alcohol-free facilities for 
men . All 26-member groups were in 
favor, and the resolution was adopted 
unanimously. 

The wording of the second-to-Iast 
resolve is important. 

"Resolved, That the NPC member 
fraternities will continue to support 
the efforts toward alcoholfree 
hOUSing in men's fraternity facilities 
with the goal being that the individual 
NPC member fraternities will work 
toward cosponsoring onlY alcohol­
free functions in men'sfraternity 
facilities by the fall term of 2000." 

All 26 NPC groups are expected to 
have poliCies that support the intent of 
the NPC Resolution by fall of 2000. It 
would be a mixed message for anyone 
of the 26 NPC groups not to support 
alcohol-free facilities for the men ... all 
26 NPC groups have alcohol-free poli­
cies in place for their facilities.

More Ideas From 
an Award-Winning 
Alumnae Club 

Your chapter or club does not just 
need to participate in one literacy activ­
ity. Here are five of the projects the 
Hutchinson, Kansas Alumnae Club, 
winner of the Houston Alumnae Club 
Links to Literacy Award at the 1999 
Convention, uses to encourage literacy 
in its community. 

1. After listening to a board member 
from the local boys' and girls' 
club speak about the club's 
needs, alumnae club members 
began a library at the faCility. 
Members donated and bought 
books for the new library and 
spent time helping the children 
read, listening to the children 
read and helping with homework. 

2. Every Tuesday after school, alumnae 
club members meet children 
from the boys ' and girls ' club at 
the public library. The volunteers 
help the children complete 
library card applications and 
check out age-appropriate books. 
Volunteers also help the children 
choose books at the library's 
semiannual used book sale. 
Since the children often buy 
these books as Christmas presents, 
the volunteers also help them 
wrap the gift while at the sale. 
Funds for the project, such as 
those needed for the gift wrap, 
are generated from the club's 
annual pecan sale.

Kansas Alpha Frances Feist offered her opin­

ion on why the l.c.s sat on the floor at that first 

Cookie Shine. "June nights in Kansas are apt to 

be hot, humid and filled with small annoyances 

like June bugs, gnats and chiggers. Eating out of 

doors could be uncomfortable. Even the dining 

room, lighted by lamps, would be hot. But the 

floors of those old brick houses were cool. It 

could be rather pleasant to sit, Turk fashion, 

around a linen cloth." 

At early Cookie Shines, women seated them­

selves around a sheet on the floor and consumed 

cheese, gingersnaps, crackers, pickles, bananas 

and apples . 

The tradition was carried from Kansas Alpha 

to other chapters until the term itself and the 

occasion for which it stood became an insepara­

ble part of Pi Phi chapter life. 



Naturally, many local ver­

sions of the Cookie Shine 

developed. In the earli­

er days, some chap-

ters kept the Cookie 

Shine very secret, 

while others invit­

ed their gentle­

men friends. 

Some made it 

purely informal, 

no one knowing 

what another per­

son would bring to 

eat. In later years, when 

~ wvidv ~ chapters maintained 

their own houses, committees 

were appointed to provide the food 

that would be most appropriate for the occasion. 

Lucinda Smith Buchan, Grand Treasurer 

(1895) is quoted in the January, 1902 ARROW: 

"One of the beauties of the Cookie Shine is that 

when the party is over, the festive board is quick­

ly cleared by gathering up the four corners of the 

sheet or cloth, and dispatching the fragments 

unceremoniously, leaving the room as if by 

magic, clear again .. . " 

Cookie Shines are used to honor pledges or 

initiates, to greet visiting officers or to entertain 

mothers and fathers . Some chapters have Cookie 

Shines several times a year, while others make 

them a special event only once or twice a year. 

Sugar cookies have become the predominant 

treat and are often cut in the shape of an arrow 

or arranged on the floor cloth in the form of an 

arrow. The arrow theme is found everywhere, its 

form outlined by candy kisses, popcorn, apples 

or candy corn. The colors, wine and blue, are fre­

quently used in the form of a specially designed 

Cookie Shine sheet, or ribbon tunners down the 

center. 

1/2 cup butter 

1 cup sugar 

2 egg yolks, beaten 

1 T cream 

1 tsp. vanilla 

1/2 tsp . salt 

1 tsp. baking 

powder 

2 cups flour 

Cream butter and mix well with sugar. 

Add egg yolks. Sift together flour, baking 

powder and salt. Add this to the 

creamed mixture alternating with the 

cream and vanilla. Chill for 1 hour. Roll 

out and cut in the shape of arrows and 

place on a greased cookie sheet. Sprinkle 

with sugar before baking in a moderate 

oven-350 or 375 f 10-12 minutes.
